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                                            Technology Fellows



�Civic-minded students, with high levels of computer literacy are encouraged to compete for the Enterprise Foundation Technology Fellowship Program, an initiative that uses technology to revitalize neighborhoods in urban and rural areas across the country. TechFellows will be chosen from a national pool.  Two TechFellows will be based in each of the following locations:  Atlanta, Baltimore, Cleveland, Portland, San Antonio and Washington. 



The Enterprise Foundation is a national leader in housing and community development.  Technology Fellows work within the Enterprise network to help nonprofits use computers and on-line tools so that the community-based organizations can build affordable housing, improve childcare, link people to jobs and make neighborhoods safer.  



As described below, the program will consist of 1 week of training at the national office in Columbia, MD and then an academic year of part time work in urban and rural areas around their educational institution. The Fellowship will end in June of 2000.



Training

The third week in August, TechFellows will come to the national office of The Enterprise Foundation where they will undergo an orientation on Enterprise’s work in community development and training on how to provide technical assistance to community organizations.  Specific emphasis will be placed on learning the on-line resources of the Foundation which include the Best Practices Database, the Developer Support System and Horizon magazine (www.horizonmag.org).  Travel to and from Columbia, MD will be provided.



Field Work

TechFellows will work in their respective cities providing technical assistance to local Enterprise staff and to urban and rural nonprofits in the region.  TechFellows will: 

Meet with staff of nonprofits to learn how each organization uses technology currently and how they might better use technology in the future;

Develop a technology plan for the organization.  This plan will include both short term and long-term goals for the organization and include estimated timing and cost of proposed plan elements;

Work with the group to either:

Implement the initial steps of the plan if it is not too labor intensive or

Oversee the work of consultants as they implement initial steps of the plan. And,

Train the groups on how to access and use the Internet in ways that help them do their work better.  Specific attention will be paid to training the groups on how to use the on-line tools created by The Enterprise Foundation. 



TechFellows might work with nonprofits to answer the following types of questions: What types of hardware/software will best meet our needs? How can we access the Internet?  What kind of information can we use from the Internet? How should we store our files? Is networking a reasonable option?   Where can we get the further training we need to stay current? 



During the course of the Fellowship, TechFellows will be furnished with a laptop computer.
