Homework 2 – Variables, Arithmetic, Lists and For Loops

Write a program named “hw2.py” that after a simple greeting, lets the user enter four quarterly sales figures for two divisions of a company in the order shown below. (The sales will not exceed $50000.00) Once the figures are entered, the program should display the following data for each quarter:

1. A list of the sales figures by division

2. The total sales for the quarter 
3. The average sales for both divisions that quarter

For example:

This program will calculate various sales data.

Enter Division 1's sales for quarter 1: 3435.44
Enter Division 1's sales for quarter 2: 3498.34
Enter Division 1's sales for quarter 3: 4581.23
Enter Division 1's sales for quarter 4: 23127.63
Enter Division 2's sales for quarter 1: 3481.86
Enter Division 2's sales for quarter 2: 9328.23
Enter Division 2's sales for quarter 3: 8523.53
Enter Division 2's sales for quarter 4: 21833.92
Division 1 sales by quarter:     3435.44  3498.34  4581.23 23127.63
Division 2 sales by quarter:     3481.86  9328.23  8523.53 21833.92
Company total sales by quarter:  6917.30 12826.57 13104.76 44961.55
Average sales by quarter:        3458.65  6413.28  6552.38 24480.77
Please notice it asks for ALL of Division 1’s data, then Division 2. That must be consistent in your program.
Your running program should look VERY similar to the example above. The input from the user must be on separate lines. Be sure you use print formatting for the output.

In coding your work you MUST (and will be graded on):

1. use for loops for ANY duplication (ex: Entering in Division 1 sales, going through the list to calculate the values, etc…)

2. use lists to hold the data

3. calculate correctly. Do not just use the example above! Try your own.
When you've finished your homework, use the submit command to submit the file.

You must be logged into your account and you must be in the same directory as the file you're trying to submit.

At the Linux prompt, type


submit cs201 HW2 hw2.py

After entering the submit command shown above, you should get a confirmation that submit worked correctly:


Submitting hw2.py...OK

If not, check your spelling and that you have included each of the required parts and try again.

You can check your submission by entering:


submitls cs201 HW2

You should see the name of the file that you just submitted, in this case hw2.py
